IN SUPPORT OF OUR TROOPS 

IBM Corporation has offered our US 

military $45 million worth of Arabic-

English translation technology, for 

free, that the Pentagon has been 

testing for possible purchase. IBM 

Chairman and CEO Samuel 

Palmisano directly offered President 

Bush IBMôs Multilingual Automatic 

Speech Translator software, known 

as MASTOR. The offer would 

immediately make available for our 

troops in Iraq 10,000 copies of 

MASTOR software and 1,000 

devices equipped with it, plus 

training and technical support. 

Implementation of MASTOR would 

greatly alleviate the problem of 

communication in Iraq that is  caused 

by a lack of Arabic translators.    

 

Mr. Palmisano decided to make this 

free gift offer to our military to honor 

an employeeôs son, Army Sgt. Mark 

Ecker, Jr., 21, who was badly 

wounded by a hidden explosive 

device during his second tour in Iraq.    
 

The offer is under evaluation by 
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our government at this time. 

 
You canôt read the caption, but it says: USAF 

Chief Master Sgt. John Gebhardt cradles a 

young girl that was shot in the head by 

insurgents as they executed her entire family. 

Sgt.  Gebhardt is the only one who can quite 

her down, so he has spent the last several 

nights cradling her while they both sleep in a 

chair.
