Friday, October 3, 7:30 – 9:30 p.m., Lantern Tour, Tu-Endie-Wei Park. 
 
Saturday, October 4 at 11:00 a.m., the Battle Days Parade  on Main Street. 
 
Saturday, October 4, at 6:00 p.m., the Colonial Governor’s Reception  will be held with 
refreshments and chamber music of the period at American Legion Post 23 on Main Street.  The cost 
is $20.00 per person. 
 
Saturday, October 4, 8:00 p.m.-10:00 p.m., the Colonial Ball  will be held at American Legion Post 23 
on Main Street.  Music and dances of the period will be enjoyed by all.  Dances will be taught.  This 
event is free of charge. 
 
Colonial costumes are encouraged at both events, but not required. 
 
Sunday, October 5, at 10:00 a.m., a Colonial Church Service  at Tu-Endie-Wei Park, followed by an 
informal luncheon  for SAR members, DAR members, and their guests, at Trinity United Methodist 
Church located at 615 Viand Street.  The luncheon will begin at 12:15 p.m. The cost is $25.00 per 
person. 
 
The Memorial Service  to commemorate the Battle of Point Pleasant of October 10, 1774, will be 
conducted at Tu-Endie-Wei Park beginning at 2:00 p.m. The Guest speaker will be Compatriot  David 
N. Appleby, President General of the National Society, Sons of the American Revolution.  Other SAR 
General Officers, Vice Presidents General, State Presidents, compatriots from throughout the 
national organization, and several SAR Color Guards and representatives of the Daughters of the 
American Revolution and C.A.R. will take part in the formal ceremony.  The Memorial Service 
includes a wreath-laying ceremony.  The general public is welcome.
